The Ministry of Industry and Trade
approved providing support for the project in the
form of funding from the Operational Programme
Enterprise and Innovation — Prosperity. EU financing
amounts to 75% of the eligible costs of the project;
up to CZK 225 million can be drawn.

The project is targeted at supporting individuals and
companies who are continually and systematically
developing and supporting the development,
research, production and testing of new technology.
The key parameters for establishing an office in the
building include the presence of a business plan which
demonstrates the company’s development, focus on
industries with high added value, collaboration with
research and development institutes or the ability to
work with other subjects located in the park.

During the first phase, buildings comprising 4000 m?
of rental space were constructed at the park over
the course of two years. The EU provided CZK
150 million in support for the “Pilsen Science and
Technology Park, 6™ River” complex worth CZK
250 million. The main building, which contains
conference and catering facilities, and three separate
buildings launched operations in June 2008. The
space is currently occupied by companies which are
predominantly involved in R&D.

The beginning of 2011 marked fifteen years
since the city started work on building the
Pilsen Borska Pole Municipal Industrial Park.
In March it was fourteen years since the first
investor, Matsushita, started manufacturing
Panasonic televisions at the site and the City
of Pilsen completed construction on Phase
| of road and technical infrastructure. And as
of April of this year it was fifteen years since
the first purchase agreement for land at the site
was signed.

To commemorate this milestone, the Urban Planning
and Development Institute of the City of Pilsen
organised an exhibition in the entrance hall of Pilsen
City Hall. In addition to the history and the vision for
further developing the project, the event allowed
visitors to become better acquainted with the
companies located at Bory Fields and learn what they
do and how long they have been operating at the site.

Since opening, the Pilsen Borskd Pole Municipal
Industrial Park has received a number of awards,
including Industrial Zone of the Year 2000 with first
place in the category Industrial Zone with the Most
Economic Benefit.

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One of the last chances for
business owners to receive
grants

In its current program period, the Operational
Programme Enterprise and Innovation (OPPI) is
offering Czech businesses nearly CZK 90 billion
from European funds. From 2007 until the end of
February 2011, CZK 17.2 billion was distributed
to Czech companies. The programme is
successfully following in the track laid out by
its predecessor that provided CZK 10 billion
to businesses in the period from 2004-2006,
exhausting nearly all of the funds (over 99%).
While applying does require significant
attention, the success rate is relatively high
compared with other operational programmes
and offers businesses a good chance to get
funding.

At least seven OPPI grant programmes will be open
this year. In several of these, businesses will likely
face their last opportunity to apply for support —
the current European grant period ends in 2013. In
March 2011 the last call was made for the Prosperity
programme, which supports the establishment and
operation of science and technology parks, business
incubators and business angel networks that link
small investors with companies that have promising
business ideas. This year, programmes will be opened
that support establishing company training centres,
software development centres and business clusters,
consulting in the field of innovation, and programmes
for companies that want to exhibit at foreign trade
fairs or expand or implement ICT.

The Czech Ministry of Industry and Trade provides
fifteen support programmes in OPPI for the 2007—
2013 period. Applicants can use funding from these
programmes to co-finance business projects in
the manufacturing industry and related services.
Funding is paid out in the form of non-reimbursable
grants, preferential loans and guarantees. Projects
implemented in the Czech Republic outside of Prague
can receive support.

Transfer of knowledge between the university and businesses

Pilsen firms and the University of West Bohemia in Pilsen (ZCU) are
participating in testing Knowledge Transfer Partnership, a proven British
model of collaboration between academia and the business sector that has
been used on the British Isles over the past two decades. As part of the
pilot programme companies use the specialised knowledge of a ZCU staff
member / knowledge transfer assistant. The pilot project is funded by the
Czech Ministry of Industry and Trade, and BIC Pilsen is taking part in project
implementation. Seven projects were selected from the pilot announcement
made in June 2010, with three from Pilsen and four from Moravia. The
projects are being monitored and the resulting experience will serve in
verifying opportunities for running the programme in the Czech Republic.
